1) SERVICE ATTACHMENT SHOULD NOT

 ESCAPES OR SIMILAIR LOCATIONS. CONTACT

 FOR METERBASE AND RISER/WEATHERHEAD
 LOCATION, BY-PASS REQUIREMENTS, AND
